We, OEB, ISAD, SEV and TUSIAD, the prominent Business Organizations of
Cyprus, Greece and Turkey respectively, call upon the two communities in Cyprus to
continue negotiating in good faith to achieve a comprehensive and enduring
settlement of the Cyprus problem.
