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Robert J. Gordon is Stanley G. Harris Professor in the Social
i Sciences and Professor of Economics at Northwestern University. He
is one of the world's leading experts on inflation, unemployment, and
productivity growth. His recent work on the rise and fall of the New
Economy, the revival and “explosion” of U. S. productivity growth, the
stalling of European productivity growth, and the widening of the U.
S. income distribution, have been widely cited. Gordon is author of

Macroeconomics, tenth edition, which has been translated into eight

thert J. ﬁnrdnn languages, and of The Measurement of Durable Goods Prices, The
American Business Cycle, and The Economics of New Goods. His
book of collected essays, Productivity Growth, Inflation, and Unemployment, was published by the Cambridge
University Press in 2004. Gordon did his undergraduate work at Harvard and then attended Oxford University
on a Marshall Scholarship. He received his Ph.D. in 1967 at M.I.T. and taught at Harvard and the University of
Chicago before coming to Northwestern in 1973. He is a Research Associate of the National Bureau of
Economic Research, a Research Fellow of the Centre for Economic Policy Research (London) and the
Observatoire Francais des Conjunctures Economiques (OFCE, Paris), an economic adviser to the
Congressional Budget Office and the Bureau of Economic Analysis, and a member of the quadrennial
Technical Panel of the Social Security Advisory Board in both 2003 and 2006-07.

Dr. Kemal Dervis currently holds the position of Vice President and Director of
Global Economy and Development at the Brookings Institution and is a member of
the International Board of Overseers of Sabanci University. Dr. Dervis also takes
part in the working of the Istanbul Policy Center at the Sabanci University. His
research includes work on the global economy, growth, intemational governance,
international trade, reserve currency issues and the enlargement process of the
European Union. He was Minister of Economic Affairs of Turkey in 2001-2002. He
chairs the International Advisory Board of Akbank and is an Advisor of the
Director-General of the ILO. Kemal Dervis received his Bachelor's Degree from the
London School of Economics and his PhD from the Princeton University. He
started his academic career in 1973 at the Hacettepe and Middle Eastern
Universities and continued to teach at Princeton University in 1976-1978. After receiving his associate professorship
title in 1977, Dr. Dervis joined the World Bank where he held various positions including the directorship of Central
Europe after the fall of the Berlin wall. During those years he was responsible for coordinating the program for the
reconstruction of Bosnia. He became Vice-President of the World Bank in 1996. Kemal Dervis returned back to Turkey
in February 2001 where, after his cabinet post as the economy minister, he got elected to the Turkish Parliament from
the Republican People's Party (CHP) at the November 2002 elections, representing Istanbul. During his MP position
between 2002-2005 Dr. Dervis also was a member of the European Convention working on a Constitution for Europe,
and the EU-Turkey Joint Parliamentary Commission working closely with various research institutions and NGOs
specifically on Turkey-EU relations. In the meantime, Kemal Dervis took part in the workings of Socialist International- a
worldwide organization of socialdemocratic parties- on global economic governance and held the chair of the
'International Institutions' working group for two years. In August 2005, on the proposal of the former Secretary General
of the United Nations Kofi Annan and unanimous approval by the General Assembly, Dr. Dervis became the
Administrator of the United Nations Development Program to provide support to developing countries. Holding the
position of administrator until February 2009, Kemal Dervis was also the Chair of the UN Development Group which
includes various UN funds, programs, agencies, departments, and offices that play a role in development. Dr. Dervis
has published various articles and books in Turkish, French, German and English on macro economics, international
trade, planning and growth models, global governance, income distribution, development and the European Union.
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
